
God Sees and God Cares

Matthew 10:28-39

“Casting all your care [worry, anxiety] upon Him, for He cares for
you [it matters to Him about you]” (1 Peter 5:7). As we pass through
deep waters and face great trials, what a comfort to know that God sees
and God cares. He is an awesome God whose vast galaxies are but a
small expression of His great Person. God is above and beyond His
finite universe, yet God can hear your cry, your whisper, your silent
thought. There is nothing too small for His love, and nothing too great
for His power. 

“Behold, the eye of the LORD is upon them that fear Him, upon
them that hope in His mercy” (Ps. 33:18). Those who seek the Lord
will never be disappointed. God is eager and ready to reach every
needy heart. “Call upon Me in the day of trouble; I will deliver thee,
and thou shalt glorify Me” (Ps. 50:15).

Many have received Christ as their sin-bearer but have never known
Him as their “burden-bearer”! 

A man with a heavy bundle on his
back was offered a ride in the carriage
of a traveler. When the traveler sug-
gested the man place his burden in the
back of the carriage, he replied, “Oh, sir,
you are kind enough to give me a ride, I
would not dare ask you to carry the bundle also.” 

Foolish! Yes, but no more foolish than carrying our burdens when
He offers to bear them for us! “Cast thy burden upon the LORD, and
He shall sustain thee: He shall never suffer (allow) the righteous to be
moved” (Ps. 55:22). 

It is our privilege to burden the LORD with that which burdens us.
He wants us to commit unto Him every load, every difficulty, every
unsolvable problem and every heartache. God sees and knows all about
us; God infinitely cares for His own!
