(od’s Perfect G)iming

Isaiah 46:3-11

. GOD IS NEVER LATE. He is always on time,
"+ »_working out His good purposes. He is
4 able to have the right person in the
right place at the right time under the
right circumstances. He controls all events as He unfolds His
sovereign plan. Abraham was about to slay his beloved Isaac, but
the Lord restrained him before the act was completed. At that very
moment, a ram’s horns got entangled in a thicket (Gen. 22:13). A
fortuitous circumstance? No, it was God. Joseph’s brothers threw
him into a pit, and right then a caravan of traders “happened” to
come by headed for Egypt (Gen. 37:24-25). Otherwise the entire
history of Israel would have been different! The daughter of
Pharaoh came down to the river just at the right time to rescue a
baby in a basket (Exodus 2:3,5).

On a certain night the Persian emperor could not sleep, so he
asked to have the boring official records read to him (Esther 6:1).
If this sleepless night had not taken place, Haman’s plot to destroy
Israel might not have been foiled. An arrow, shot into the air
without aiming at anyone in particular, struck the wicked king of
Israel, hitting a particular area not covered by his armor (2 Kings
22:34). Those not knowing the ways of God would cry out, “What
luck!”

After Peter’s third denial, God’s remarkable timing was seen in
a twofold manner: (1) Immediately the cock sounded (Luke
22:60); (2) Perhaps even more amazing, the Lord, being led
different places by His captors, appeared in the courtyard at that
very moment and looked at Peter with a piercing glance (Luke
22:61). Who but our great God can so perfectly arrange such
events?

Dear saint, how wonderful to know that all our ways are
ordered by the Lord and God’s timing is always perfect!
